Last week, among current pretrial jail inmates assigned to Judge Anastasio, 82% of Black defendants (116 out of 141 on an average
night), 68% of Hispanic White defendants (30 out of 44 on an average night), and 58% of non-Hispanic White defendants (64 out
of 111 on an average night) were detained in Harris County Jail because they couldn’t afford money bail.
